Subject - Description  Flight Controls - To inépect all rods in flight control systems.

Compiiance - Requirement (Summary) Compliance is required with Short Brothers
Service Bulletin 27-77 not later than 31 August 2003. The Service Bulletin requires a one-
off visual inspection of all control rods in the rudder, aileron and elevator primary and trim
flying control systems together with rods in the flap control system for pitting corrosion. All
rods are then to be inspected for cracks using an approved penetrant dye method. This
action is required because pitting corrosion, stress corrosion and cracking of flight control
rods has been found on inservice aircraft. Service Bulletin 27-74 (CAA AD 008-03-95) will
be withdrawn and the repeat inspections required by it are now contained in the
Maintenance Programme. '
