1 Test of the Combined Overspeed Shutoff Solencid valve IOP coil wiring on the Fuel Metering Unit (FMU) of
correct polarity.

2. Ifthe FMU passes the test, mark the FMU in accordance with the referenced manufacturer Service Bulletins.

3. If the FMU fails the test, remove the FMU in accordance with the applicable Engine Maintenance Manual, or
Aircraft Maintenance Manual, or Engine Manual

All necessary actions must be performed on the basis of the referenced manufaclurer Service Bulletins.

Note: All affected FMU’s held on stock must be tested before installation. The installation of an FMU which fails the
polarity test is not permitted

Action 1: At the earliest opportunity but not later than 31 August 2008 for BR700-710 and not later than 31 Au-
gust 2008 for BR700-715

Action 2:  Immediately after the polarity test.

Action 31 An FMU with an incorrect polarity must be removed within 20 flight cycles
