Subsequent to the discovery of a fatigue problem at the blade spar/fitting
assembly, which could lead to loss of the blade, the service-life limit of
the blades identified above is reduced to 400 hours. From the effective
date of this Airworthiness Directive :

1 - blades which have 1logged more than 375 hours, must be removed
from service within the next 25 flying hours.

2 - blades which have logged less than 375 hours must be removed from
service before they reach 400 flying hours.
